She has adjudicated in local piano competitions
including Burnaby Clef, Student Performers’ Guild, and North Shore Festival, Victoria Performing Arts
Festival and Pacific Northwest Music Festival. Currently Martha Brickman teaches at the Vancouver
Academy of Music.
